MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING: Minutes of November 10, 2021, were approved, Cody Settles motion and Jeff Nofsinger second. 
DISCUSSION

Polly asked for the board’s input regarding a proposed RV park. The project would be a commercial use, the proposed location is industrial zoning. It is in the area of city impact. The development code doesn’t expressly allow RV parks in industrial zones but they are specifically allowed in commercial zones. Polly asked if the board was comfortable with commercial use in industrial zone, or if they felt that the RV park should go through a special use process. Discussed provision to allow commercial use in industrial zone. Board wants Polly to check with Bruce to see if they can pass by motion on a case-by-case basis or if they should require special use hearing for all re-zoning. In the meantime, if the developer wants to proceed, the board feels he can go through special use or he can wait until discussion with Bruce and the board is complete.
Clarifying conversation about proposed property line setback changes. The proposed adjustments make the rules less restrictive and allow people more access to their land. ITD has no official setbacks, they suggest a minimum of 14 feet. Lacking historical documentation to use as a baseline, or to explain how the existing setbacks were decided upon, the board came to an agreement that the proposed adjustments were adequate. 
Discussed proposed changes to home occupations.
Discussed seasonal living quarters and decided to reword the section and change the intervals to six months. Change heading from “Seasonal Living Quarters” to “Nonpermanent Dwelling”. Update code to read “All nonpermanent dwelling structures shall have an approved sewage management system. If occupied for more than six months, nonpermanent dwelling structures are subject to the additional requirements set forth below: physical address, setbacks, access permit, connection to approved water and sewer service, annual registration at DMV”. Nonpermanent dwelling structures may remain on property between uses. Update/replace definition to match new wording. RV defined in section 11.2.55. Take out definition of full time occupancy. 

Discussed solid waste definition. Tim is concerned that Lemhi County Development Code conflicts with EPA rules 40 CFR [subpart A] 261.4(b)(2). 

· Referenced CFR states that the growing and harvesting of agricultural crops and raising of farm animals, including animal manure, are solid wastes not considered to be hazardous waste. 
· LCDC solid waste definition states: “Material being stored, packaged, or processed for ultimate disposal or recycling. For the purposes of this ordinance, the waste normally generated by a farming operation (crop stubble and residue, manure, etc.) is not solid waste.”
Schedule public hearing for March regarding changes. 

Discussed need for codified bylaws. P&Z is not an enforcement board and only offers suggestions to the County Commissioners, majority of board feels codified bylaws are unnecessary. 
General discussion regarding comprehensive plan.
Tim motion to adjourn, Jeff seconded. Meeting adjourned at 930 p.m.
